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IRA Charitable Rollovers Renewed

A great way to make a financial contribution to Peter White
Public Library is still available to you. The IRA charitable rollover
has been reinstated through 2011 as part of the Tax Relief, Unem-
ployment Insurance Reauthorization, and Job Creation Act of
2010 (PL 111-312).

This option allows individuals aged 70 %2 and older to do-
nate up to $100,000 from their Individual Retirement Accounts
(IRAs) to PWPL and other qualified charities without having to
claim the distributions as taxable income. You may take ad-
vantage of this as long as you have not taken your 2011 required
IRA distribution. Even if you have taken your required IRA distribu-
tion, you still may find the IRA charitable rollover a convenient way
to make your annual gift to PWPL.

When PWPL moved back into the renovated
building in 2000, the MCGS received an entire stack of
shelves for their collection in a prominent place near
the Reference Desk on the second floor. These
shelves hold their collection of resource materials that
includes records from the Morgan Heights Sanitarium,
a 40-volume set on French Canadian genealogy, note-
books filled with information on early Naturalization
Records, and books detailing the small, local towns
that comprise Marquette County. The southeast corner
of the main room houses two computers, a printer, the
Soci et -ROMcoledion of census data and other
records, and a cabinet holding extra copies of their
cemetery transcriptions of older local cemeteries.

President Joan Ball and the Society have several on-
going projects of working with those who share a com-
mon interest in genealogy and to help preserve and
organize resources in the area. Volunteers offer assis-
tance on Tuesday and Thursday afternoons for patrons
with genealogy questions.
